Vendor Frequently Asked Questions
When and where is the 2012 Komen Kansas City Pink Promise Brunch?

· Saturday, May 5, 2012 from 9:00 a.m. – 2:30 p.m. at the Overland Park Convention Center in the Exhibit Hall. 
When do I need to turn in my vendor application?

· The vendor application MUST BE RECEIVED by Friday, February 10, 2012.  Mail to 1111 Main Street, Suite 450, Kansas City, MO 64105 or email to dwiese@komenkansascity.org.  A letter of regret or admission will be sent by Monday, March 5, 2012.

How much does it cost to be a vendor?
· Cost for the booth space is $100.  If electricity or wifi is desired, vendor must request directly from the Overland Park Convention Center (for a fee). Additional tables and/or booth space are available upon request for the same rate. Additionally, all vendors must sign a letter of agreement with the Komen Greater Kansas City Affiliate stating that 20% of the ticketed price of all items sold during the event (before taxes and discounts) will be donated. A minimum of a $100 donation is required to have a booth.  Payment will be due at the end of the event on Saturday, May 5, 2012.  A donation of a door prize is appreciated.
When will shopping be open at the luncheon?

· Shopping time is from 9:00-10:30 a.m. & 1:00- 2:30 p.m. There will also be a short shopping time during lunch, but out of respect for our survivors, speakers and entertainers, shopping will be closed during program events. Shopping hours are subject to change, but will be finalized by March 5, 2012.

How many attendees are expected at the 2012 Luncheon?

· Approximately 1,600

How much space are vendors allotted?

· Each vendor is guaranteed one booth space (approximately 8’ x 8’) and one 8’ skirted table. If a vendor has their own table they would like to use or would prefer not to use a table at all, that is fine. Those requests can be made on the vendor application.
Can a vendor request to have additional booth space?

· Each vendor is guaranteed one booth space (approximately 8’ x 8’) and one 8’ skirted table. Cost for the booth space is $100. Additional tables and/or booth space are available upon request for the same rate. Requests for additional booth space should be noted on the vendor application. Decisions regarding booth space will be made during the vendor evaluation process and sent out by March 5, 2012.

When will vendors be able to set up their booths?
· Vendors must set-up the night before the Pink Promise Brunch.  Set-up times will be announced by March 5, 2012.  Booths, tables and pipe and drape should be set-up in the morning of May 4, 2012, therefore set-up for vendors will be sometime in the afternoon.  Booths must be ready for selling by 8:30 AM, May 5, 2012. 
Will we be served lunch?
· If you would like to sit at a table during the luncheon, eat and listen to the speaker – you are more than welcome!  Tickets are $35 per person, they are available for purchase online starting March 19.  Otherwise, feel free to bring a sack lunch with you to the convention center.

Payment at the end of event:

· Please have a check or cash ready at the end of the event for your charitable contribution of 20% of total sales for the day (minimum contribution of $100).  Vendors must submit contribution before leaving vendor area.  
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
