Funding Opportunities:

Susan G. Komen for the Cure®   Greater Kansas City serves 17 counties and offers small grants to non-profit (federally tax-exempt) organizations.  The purpose of the Small Grant program is to allow funding for short-term projects, travel and miscellaneous items throughout the year that promote the mission of Susan G. Komen for the Cure Greater Kansas City and increase the capacity of effective breast health and breast cancer screening programs.

Small grant requests can be submitted using the Small Grant Application form (attached) and are accepted throughout the year. If applying for a conference or travel grant, applications must be received 60 days or more before the date of the conference. Applicants will receive written confirmation of receipt and will be notified within 90 days of their request for funding, unless notified otherwise.
NOTE: Funding will be provided upon approval and receipt of a signed contract. All Small Grants will follow the fiscal year grant cycle (April 1 through March 31) and must be completed by the end of each cycle regardless of when the Small Grant was approved within the fiscal year. With the exception of conference and travel grants, all applications received after January 1 of each year will be considered for funding in the following fiscal year (beginning April 1). Approval of applications will be contingent on funding availability at the time of submission.
Small grants are NOT intended to support salary, services for an individual (e.g. mammography, ultrasound), or development of materials for breast health/cancer projects.  These activities fall under the Greater Kansas City Community and Mobile Grants Programs. Funding priority will be given to projects that address the breast health needs of the medically underserved, uninsured and underinsured in Greater Kansas City, with an emphasis on projects that remove cultural barriers to breast health education and screening, that educate laypeople in their communities and through their primary care providers, and/or that educate primary care providers providing breast health services to the Greater Kansas City community.  
All requests must be consistent with Susan G. Komen for the Cure’s educational messaging.
GUIDELINES AND INSTRUCTIONS FOR SMALL GRANT APPLICANTS

Important Dates

Small Grants Applications are accepted throughout the year.
Eligibility 

Applicants and institutions must conform to the following eligibility criteria to be considered for funding:

· Applicants must be a US nonprofit (federally tax-exempt) organization, e.g. nonprofit organizations, educational institutions, government agencies and Indian tribes are eligible.

· Applicants must ensure that all past and current Susan G. Komen for the Cure funded grants or awards are up to date and in compliance with Susan G. Komen for the Cure’s requirements.

· Project or activity must be specific to breast health and/or breast cancer.

· Services and/or activities must be provided in one or more of the following counties: Atchison, Brown, Doniphan, Douglas, Jackson, Jefferson, Johnson, Leavenworth, Miami, and Wyandotte Counties in Kansas; and Bates, Buchanan, Cass, Clay, Jackson, Johnson and Platte Counties in Missouri.
· Funding requests should not be for a project that would normally be eligible for funding through the yearly Community and/or Mobile grant process.

· Small Grant applicants are restricted to a maximum combined award of $5,000 per fiscal year, per program for any type of Small Grant (Travel, Conference and/or Small Grant). Travel Grants are limited to two per year, per program.

Allowable Expenses

Funds may be used for the following types of program expenses:

· Purchase of Educational materials

· Meeting Costs

· Supplies

· Travel

· Other direct program expenses

· Equipment for educational purposes
Funds may not be used for the following purposes: 

· Salaries and fringe benefits

· Clinical services or patient care costs

· Medical equipment

· Medical or scientific research

· Scholarships or fellowships (not travel scholarships)
· Indirect costs

· Construction or renovation of facilities

· Political campaigns or lobbying

Types of Small Grants
Awareness Grants
Purpose:  To raise awareness of breast cancer and increase the capacity of effective breast health programs. The miscellaneous small grants support some of the “unexpected” costs associated with a project, e.g. purchase of educational materials, food costs of a presentation session, survivor recognition, etc.  Small Grants are NOT intended to support salary or services for an individual (e.g. mammography, ultrasound, etc.), development of education materials, etc.
Amount:  Up to $5,000 
Recognition requirements:  Susan G. Komen for the Cure® Greater Kansas City must be recognized in all materials and at all events.

Reporting:  A final report must be submitted stating outcomes of the project and how the overall budget was used.  

Travel Scholarships
Purpose:  To assist grantees, health care professionals and advocates to attend, participate in and/or present at meetings, conferences or symposia that would increase the community knowledge of breast cancer and facilitate the exchange of ideas and communication between the scientific and lay public.  The applicant must attend the majority of the conference and be able use the information gained to benefit the Susan G. Komen for the Cure Greater Kansas City’s service area and communities.
Amount:  Up to $1,000 for conferences in North American and up to $2,000 for conferences outside of North America

Funds and Reporting:  Travel scholarships are issued as travel advance and must be supported by an expense report with original receipts to the Greater Kansas City Affiliate within 30 days of travel.  If an expense report is not received within the specified time period, the applicant will be held personally liable for the return of funds.  A written report or presentation should be made to Susan G. Komen for the Cure Greater Kansas City after the conference.

Conference Grants
Purpose:  To further the Susan G. Komen for the Cure Greater Kansas City’s mission in the community by supporting local scientific or educational conferences, symposia, and meetings, with an emphasis on those that enhance the interaction between the advocate, healthcare, and scientific communities.  The conference must be specific to breast health or breast health must make up a significant part of the conference.   It must also help to further the body of knowledge related to research, diagnosis, treatment, education, and/or other issues related to breast cancer.
Amount:  Up to $5,000
Recognition requirements:  Conference organizers must provide complimentary registration for at least two (2) Affiliate representatives and an Affiliate display area where appropriate.  In addition, Susan G. Komen for the Cure® Greater Kansas City must be recognized in all materials and signage for the conference.
Reporting:  An activity report following the conference must be submitted which includes the number of participants, evaluation of the program, and the impact of the Susan G. Komen for the Cure Greater  Kansas City’s  sponsorship and participation.
Application and Submission Requirements
To apply for a Small grant, you must provide the following:

1. Complete the attached Small Grant cover page.

2. Send a type-written letter of the program or activity description.  You must limit this to two (2) type-written pages on plain, white, single-sided 8 ½ x 11 paper using 12-point font.  The description must contain the following information:

· A complete description of your program or activity, including measurable objectives and a timeline for all activities.
· An explanation of how this grant will further Susan G. Komen for the Cure Greater  Kansas City’s mission.
· The total amount requested.
· For conferences only - anticipated number of participants, description of target participants, description of conference format including specific topics to be covered and speakers, if known.

· A  detailed list of other organizations that might be participating in this program or activity and their role. 
3. Attach a detailed budget with a concise budget justification (explanation of how funds will be spent).  Limit this to two type-written pages.  NOTE: indirect costs are not funded for small grants.
4. Attach proof of the organization’s non-profit status, i.e. your organization’s determination letter from the Internal Revenue Service.  Evidence of state or local exemption will not be accepted.  Please do not attach your Federal tax return.
5. The application should be signed by the organization’s signatory, usually the President of the Executive Director.

6. Submit three (3) hard copies (1 original and 2 duplicate copies) and one (1) electronic copy of the requested application documents.  No special packaging (binders, plastic covers, etc.) or additional material (videotapes, annual reports, brochures, etc.) should be included.  The application documents must be mailed and electronic copies e-mailed as follows:
